Both communities are agro-pastoralists. A reconnaissance survey on these communities was 

conducted by Bwire T.O and Leah Motuka between 1st & 4th April, 2014. Kenyans should look 

forward to an extravaganza that will include colorful cultural dances, exhibition of cultural cui-

sines, traditions and symbolisms, healing systems, souvenir & artworks among many others.
